2. 项目概述
本项目为首都博物馆《希腊人——从阿伽门农到亚历山大大帝》（暂定名）展览保险项目，为借展文物投保运输货运一切险及展览期间一切险（包含临时存储）。包括所有希腊展品在首都博物馆场馆内的保险，以及展品从北京机场运回希腊的原收藏单位。展览中有270件古代文物及其他展品（36箱，约40立方），其中包括3件复制品、4件模型和2件石膏模型，展品总估价：EUR66090400。
展览地点：首都博物馆本馆。
希腊展品运输方式：陆运、空运及海运运输。展品预计会分为两个批次从北京机场直飞雅典和法兰克福机场。展品从雅典机场到原收藏单位为陆运，从法兰克福机场到希腊原收藏单位为陆运和海运运输。

2、 商务要求
1. 实施的期限和范围
布展工作暂定于2024年10月底开始，撤展工作暂定于2025年5月19日，展品在首都博物馆场馆的时间约为2024年10月底至2025年5月下旬；保险还涵盖希腊展品从首都博物馆运至北京机场以及北京机场启运返回希腊，再运抵展品原收藏单位。

3、 技术要求
1. 基本要求
1.1 采购标的需实现的功能或者目标
所有展品在首都博物馆场馆内的保险，以及展品从北京机场运回希腊的原收藏单位。展览中有270件古代文物及其他展品（36箱，约40立方），其中包括3件复制品、4件等比例模型和2件石膏模型，展品总估价：EUR66090400。
1.2 需执行的国家相关标准、行业标准、地方标准或者其他标准、规范
符合国家相关质量标准及行业要求及采购人要求的质量标准。
2. 服务内容及要求
2.1采购标的需满足的性能、材料、结构、外观、质量、安全、技术规格、物理特性等要求（本项目不适用）
2.2 采购标的需满足的服务标准、期限、效率等要求
1）所借希腊展品的保险，包括在首都博物馆场馆布展、撤展及展出期间的保险外，还包括展品从首都博物馆运至北京机场以及北京机场启运返回希腊，再运抵展品原收藏单位。保险为“钉到钉”全险，按照伦敦保险协会货物条款(A)1.1.82，包括战争和罢工、恐怖袭击和地震条款。保险金额应按照附件1（不包含No.211项）中列出的希腊展品的总估价执行；
2）负责上述期间支付或赔偿借出方保险涵盖的附件1（不包含No.211项）中所列希腊展品所发生的任何损失。保险金额应按照附件1（不包含No.211项）中列出的希腊展品的欧元(€66090400)总估价执行；
3）无论是否由疏忽或是其他原因导致，均应进行赔偿；
4）如果找回了遗失展品，而借出方已经获得了赔偿金的情况下，应将文物返还给借出方。借出方在得到返还的文物后，应返还借入方赔偿金，但会扣除文物受损产生的损失；
5）针对一切险，损坏或丢失，包括因不可抗力或者因第三方造成的风险；
6）无免赔额；
7）覆盖贬值风险；
8）放弃对运输人员、包装人员、持有人或保安人员、包装人员、出借人或者出借工作人员的代位求偿权；
9）明确文物展品为借展单位所有，具有不可让与性，排除任何涉及放弃的条款；赔偿之后，文物展品的所有权仍属借展单位。
10）如果灾难或丢失后文物展品被找回，借展单位将回收文物展品并将赔偿金扣除文物展品贬值后，返还保险公司；
11）对于一对或一套展品，将使用如下或类似表达：“当丢失展品为一批、一对或一套同样展品中的一件时，应被视为一批、一对或一套展品的丢失。保险公司须按该展品为成套展品中最重要的一件，赔付该展品的实质性损失”；
12）为文物展品运输和展览期间投保以下险种：地震、自然灾害和/或自然现象（飓风、龙卷风等）、暴动、罢工和恐怖主义袭击，并在运输期间的投保战争险；
13）在保险期间内非保单除外责任所致的保险标的在运输，包括包装/拆包装、装卸货、布展/撤展过程中(“钉对钉”)所遭受的一切物质性损坏或物质性灭失(包括由于第三方引起的物质性损失或物质性损坏)；
